If, however, for 
reasons of conscience, you are not able to participate using 
wine, grape juice is provided in the center of the tray. 
(A Word to Parents:  Baptized children are invited to the 
table after they have made a profession of faith and have 
been received as communing members by the church to 
which their parents belong.)
